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The Upper Paleolithic Stolbova 3 site in the Kuda River valley

Abstract. The article presents results of a study of the single-layer Early Upper Paleolithic site Stolbova 3 located in the lower
reaches of the Kuda River valley 12 km northwest of Irkutsk in the vicinity of the village of Stolbova., Geoarchaeological studies
were conducted at the location in 2012-2013 and 2019. As a result of which relative and absolute age determinations of the cul-
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ture-containing deposits of the site were made. The data obtained as a result of paleopedological and paleontological studies, tak-
en together with absolute C14 dating, determine the age of the site as the Late Karga (late MIS 3) time. The limited lithic i ndustry of
the complex is characterized by simple planar splitting of local pebble raw materials in order to produce chips of flake proportions.
The stone tool set of the collection is presented here by three burins made on pebble chips, a fragment of a unifacial tool and a flat
pebble bump. The strategies of using lithic resources and primary splitting technologies have analogies in the industries of the Late
Karga assemblages of the Western Baikal region, namely in the level 2 of the Mamony 2 site, the level 2 of the Gerasimova 1 site
and the Spartak 1 site. The materials of the Stolbova 3 site reveal the problems of the industries of the Late Karga period of the
Kuda River Valley. The soliflucated culture-containing sediments of the site, reflecting natural events of the past and characteristic
of synchronous locations of this time in the region, have sufficient information content at the site, which will allow it to be consid-
ered a reference for the Kuda valley in the future. The Stolbova 3 site under study quantitatively and qualitatively compleme nts and
territorially expands the range of the known Early Upper Paleolithic archaeological sites of the Western Baikal region, defining the
Kuda River valley as a vast and promising territory for further investigations.

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Abstract. In the 2d part of the 1960s on the southern slopes of the Chita city (Transbaikalian Territory) there were three ar-
chaeological sites under investigations: Sukhotino-1, -2, -3. Sites were discovered on the terrace-like steps at the foot of the Ti-
tovskaya Sopka Mountain southern slopes, on the Ingoda River left bank. Materials of these new sites served the base for the rela-
tive chronology or periodization of the Stone Age sites situated on the Titovskaya Sopka Mountain. Further on, data obtained from
these sites was engaged into the schemes of the development on the Siberian and Transbaikalian Stone Age. Sukhotino-1 materials
were characterized as containing a large percent of Levallois elements and became the most ancient in the suggested periodiza tion.
Based on results of excavations conducted in 1960, Sukhotino-2 was referred to the late stage of the Upper Palaeolithic and Su-
khotino-3 was dated back to the transitional period from Palaeolithic to Neolithic. In 1972 the investigations of a large multilayered
archaeological site — Sukhotino-4 has begun; the site along with Sukhotino-2 was dated to the late stage of the Upper Palaeolithic.
Comparative study of this research shows the stone industries of these two sites have significant differences. For example, t he base
of the Sukhotino-2 stone industry consists of large end-cores of yubetsu type and bipolar subprizmatic cores, which are absent in
the Sukhotino-4 site or have significant differences.

Reconstruction of technology of fishing during of the Middle Holocene
in the Peter the Great Bay

Abstract. Sea adaptations of the population in East Asia are traced from the Pleistocene, about 40,000 years ago. It is unlikely
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that the widespread use of marine resources could occur without any technical and technological means. The main incentives for
the development of technologies were most likely fishing and the need for communications of evidence of oceanic fishing in the
Japanese islands about 9000 years ago. The extraction of some species of fish, such as cod, indicates the presence of gear allowing
fish at depths of more than 20 meters. Approximately the same time, finds of dugout canoes date back. The technical and techn o-
logical needs of the fisheries of the ancient population of the Peter the Great bay were determined by the landscape structure of
the sea coast and its dynamics. The nature of the coastline of the sea coast was constantly changing as a result of sea transgression
and regression of the Holocene. At the maximum of the Atlantic transgression around the world and on the coast of the Peter the
Great Bay, the maximum number of lagoons is formed. As a result, fishing in the region becomes mainly specialized - lagoon (18
species of fish, pinnipedes, dolphins, whales). After 5000 BP as a result of regression, the lagoons disappear and the population is
forced to switch to open sea fishing. The main trend of subsequent natural changes is the alignment of the coastline and the simpli-
fication of the landscape structure of the sea coast. After this line, the number of fish weaved and the complication of technical and
technological capabilities occurs relatively gradually. About 3 ka BP. the appearance of large sinkers for the shifting networks took
place as a reaction to an increase in the population on the coast and the need to intensify fishing. Already 2.4 ka BP the population
of the Yankovsky culture of the Iron Age caught 49 species of fish and demonstrated a maximum of the diversity of the tools com-
plex of operation of marine resources.

“Deer” stones in the center of Ulzyit somon (Arkhangai aimag, Mongolia)

Abstract. In August 2022, as part of the planned work of the Mongolian-Russian expedition organized by Ulaanbaatar and Al-
tai State Universities, an archaeological survey was conducted in Arkhangai aimag to identify ‘deer' stones in Central Mongolia. The
surveys monitored and re-examined the archaeological complex of Khushuutiin Denj, located near the center of Ulzyit Somon.

There, in Soviet times, the famous scientist V.V. Volkov discovered and described archaeological sites in the center of Ulziyt Somon.
Volkov discovered and described four “deer” stones, which were published in his famous monograph. But the presented graphic
illustrations are given without scale and do not fully reflect all available petroglyphs. In the course of further inspection of the site,
Mongolian specialists photographed ancient sculptures, including two new ones, the study of which was undertaken by Ts. Turbat.
The first volume of the catalogue published in 2021 in Mongolia contains demonstration photos of only five “deer” stones and brief
information about them, including references to publications. The main objective of the re-survey of the feature in the summer of
2022 was to further document the “deer” stones and to obtain graphic illustrations of all the sculptures, which were carried out
taking into account the available information and using light shading at different times of the day. In the course of the work it
turned out that there is no “deer” stone on the complex, which V.V. Volkov assigned number 4. During the inspection of the local
history museum in the center of Ulziyt Somon it turned out that the “deer” stone, information about which had not been previo usly
introduced into the scientific turnover, was kept there. The article presents the results of the conducted research and outlines the
prospects for further work.

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Abstract. This article presents a review of trauma analysis in bioarchaeology. It starts with an introduction on what trauma is
and what permanent markers it can leave on bones, even after recovery. Studies of trauma allow bioarchaeologists to evaluate the
mechanism of injury and possibly reveal the cause of trauma, which may inform on individuals’ interactions with their environ-
ments and sociocultural contexts. Trauma also can be incidental or intentional in origin, often reflecting cultural practices. Fur-
thermore, this article focuses on the classification and interpretation of injuries in past populations, such as fracture, dislocation,
ossification of soft tissues, and abnormal shape or contour of the bone. It describes different types of force trauma and defines
dislocation and hematomas that may occasionally lead to ossification of adjacent soft tissues and can manifest as bony projections.
This is followed by a case study utilizing trauma data to elucidate past human experiences. Human remains from twelve individuals
excavated from Lake Khuvsgul, Mongolia, and three individuals from the adjacent Tunka Valley, Russian Federation, were exam-
ined. All skeletons were dated between the mid-11th and 14th centuries CE. Fatigue injuries on the spine were the most frequent,
suggestive of strenuous activities, such as habitual horseback riding. There was some evidence of upper limb trauma, but limited
lower body and violent trauma. A potential explanation of this pattern is that people in this area were frequently engaged in pasto-
ral activities, but conflict rarely impacted their daily lives.

1. Introduction

Trauma is injury to living body tissues caused by
external forces (Lovell, 1997; Lovell and Grauer, 2019).
Some injuries, such as fractures, can leave permanent
markers on bones even after recovery, allowing bioar-
chaeologists to evaluate their mechanisms. In turn,
understanding the mechanism of injury can reveal the
cause of trauma, which may inform on individuals’
interactions with their environments and sociocultural
contexts (Lovell and Grauer, 2019). This article will
review trauma analysis in bioarchaeology (paleotrau-
ma), including types of trauma and their interpreta-

tions. It will then present a case study to demonstrate
how trauma analysis can contribute to understanding
the past. The case study will focus on human remains
excavated from four Lake Khuvsgul cemeteries (n=12)
and two cemeteries from the adjacent Tunka Valley
(n=3). All date to the Khitan-Mongol period (mid-11-
14th centuries CE).

2. Trauma Analysis in Bioarchaeology
2.1 Types of Trauma

Because archaeological human remains are usu-
ally limited to skeletal tissues, paleotrauma typically
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reflects injuries present on bones (Judd and Rederfen,
2012). Ortner (Ortner, 2003. P. 120) proposed four
types of bone injuries for archaeological remains: a
partial or incomplete break, abnormal displacement of
joints, disruption in nerve and/or blood supply, and
artificially induced abnormal shape or contour of the
bone. Lovell and Grauer (Lovell and Grauer, 2019) in-
tegrated this work with that of other scholars (Lovell,
1997; Ortner, 2003. P. 119-120; Roberts, 2006; Rob-
erts and Manchester, 2007. P.214-217) and intro-
duced one of the most popular categorizations of
paleotrauma: fracture, dislocation, ossification of soft
tissues, and extrinsically induced abnormal shape or
contour of the bone.
Fracture

Technically, the term “fracture” is broad, refer-
ring to any antemortem discontinuity of bone and
encompassing breaks, blunt and sharp force trauma,
and high-velocity projectile injuries (Christensen et al.,
2019. P. 352-363; Galloway et al., 2014b). All fractures
reflect both extrinsic factors, such as the direction,
magnitude, and rate of force applied, and intrinsic
factors, reflecting the bone’s ability to resist failure
(e.g., tissue composition, bone geometry, individual
age, and underlying pathological conditions; Brickley
and Mays, 2019; Christensen et al., 2019. P. 343-345;
Redfern and Roberts, 2019). Among these factors, the
direction of the force can suggest the mechanism of
injury. For instance, a direct collision between a rigid
object and bone typically produces depressed, trans-
verse, and comminuted (more than two fragments)
fractures, with trauma location reflecting the impact
site (Redfern and Roberts, 2019). In contrast, indirect
forces, often resulting from twisting, tension, or com-
pression, transform and propagate to affect other
bone regions, commonly giving rise to oblique and
spiral fractures, avulsion injuries (at tendon or liga-
ment attachments), and fracture-dislocations (Lovell
and Grauer, 2019; Redfern and Roberts, 2019).

Depending on the size, shape, and velocity of ob-
jects generating the force, fractures can be classified
into blunt force trauma (BFT), sharp force trauma
(SFT), high-velocity projectile trauma, or combinations
thereof (Christensen et al., 2019. P. 352). High-velocity
projectile trauma pertains to injuries caused by bul-
lets, a phenomenon that only emerged following the
widespread use of firearms. BFT is typically caused by
low-velocity forces delivered by broad and blunt sur-

faces and tends to propagate along paths of least re-
sistance until the energy generated by the force has
been dissipated (Spatola, 2015). BFT usually produces
depression in the cranium and transverse fractures in
the post-cranial skeleton (Christensen et al., 2019.
P. 345-346; Galloway et al., 2014c). SFT resembles BFT
but stems from intense compressive or shearing forc-
es concentrated in a narrow area (Christensen et al.,
2019. P. 360-361). Typical examples include cutmarks,
penetrating wounds from projectile weapons (e.g.,
arrows and javelins), and stab wounds, all of which
yield discernible modifications such as linear incisions,
punctures, gouges, and clefts (Christensen et al., 2019.
P.360-361; Tur et al., 2018; Vanezis, 2021. P.1). In
addition, some objects, such as axes, can produce a
combination of BFT and SFT reflecting a sharp cutting
edge and substantial weight (Vanezis, 2021. P. 1-2).
Dislocation

Dislocation is the disruption of the normal con-
nections between bones at their joints. Specifically, a
dislocation, or luxation, refers to an entire displace-
ment, while subluxation suggests that the joint is par-
tially displaced but retains some contact (Lovell and
Grauer, 2019). In bioarchaeology, dislocations can
only be directly identified if they persist long enough
for bone modifications to occur, such as the develop-
ment of secondary joints. Such dislocations are most
often documented on the hip because its socket is
relatively deep and difficult to fully restore (McKenzie
et al., 2022; Mitchell and Redfern, 2008; Plischuk et
al., 2018; Traversari et al., 2016). Severe joint dis-
placements may also be accompanied by fractures
and damage to soft tissues that may be visible on
bone. In addition, subluxation and chronic dislocation
(e.g., of the shoulder joint) can cause secondary
changes to joints and adjacent tissues, resulting in
osteoarthritis, soft tissue ossification, and even anky-
losis (joint fusion). In these cases, dislocations may be
indirectly identified (Mitchell and Redfern, 2008; Niki-
tovic et al., 2012; Osterholtz et al., 2019; Toritsuka et
al., 2007; Thompson, 2001; Zhang et al., 2022).
Ossification of Soft Tissues

Hematomas, or blood clots, usually form after
traumatic injuries and facilitate bone healing. Howev-
er, hematomas may occasionally lead to ossification
(mineralization) of adjacent soft tissues, manifesting
as irregularly shaped yet smooth bony formations or
large bony projections (Redfern and Roberts, 2019;
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Waldron, 2020. P. 80). In medical contexts, “myositis
ossificans” (MO) is a general term used to denote the
formation of bone within skeletal muscles (Walczak et
al., 2015). When the condition is triggered by trauma,
as is most common, it is referred to as “myositis ossifi-
cans traumatica” (MOT) or “traumatic myositis ossifi-
cation” (Lovell and Grauer, 2019; Walczak et al.,
2015). Unfortunately, since many ossifications do not
adhere to adjacent bones, they can be easily over-
looked during archaeological excavations (Redfern and
Roberts, 2019).
Extrinsically Induced Abnormal Shape or Contour of
the Bone

Chronic, low-grade compression can modify the
normal shape or contour of bone (Redfern and Rob-
erts, 2019). Such trauma can be either incidental or
intentional in origin, often reflecting cultural practices.
Intentionally induced alterations that produce discern-
ible anatomical changes to bone morphology include
cranial modification, foot-binding, and waist training.
Such practices are usually initiated early in an individ-
ual's life, and these practices involve the sustained
application of mild yet persistent compressive forces
that ultimately lead to enduring morphological chang-
es (Alfonso-Durrruty et al., 2015; Gibson, 2015; Mayall
et al., 2017; Seguchi et al., 2023; Stone, 2012; Stone,
2020; Tiesler, 2012; Zhao et al., 2020).
Antemortem vs. Perimortem vs. Postmortem

Trauma can be categorized as antemortem or
perimortem based on its association with the time of
death. Antemortem trauma encompasses injuries that
occurred before the death, while perimortem trauma
transpired in proximity to the time of death and may
bear direct relevance to the cause of death (Galloway
et al., 2014a; Passalacqua and Rainwater, 2015; Red-
fern and Roberts, 2019). The primary indicator of
antemortem trauma is evidence of bone reaction,
such as the formation or removal of bone tissue in the
days or weeks following the injury (Christensen et al.,
2019. P. 347). In the absence of this, trauma is peri-
mortem or postmortem. However, it is imperative to
emphasize that postmortem ‘trauma’ is not genuine
trauma because it reflects events that did not disrupt
living tissues (Christensen et al., 2019. P. 341). Post-
mortem disturbances to dry brittle bone (typically
years after death) can be identified by jagged,
stepped, or irregular margins, flaked cortex, no plastic
(smooth) deformation, and/or lighter hues of fracture

margins (Christensen et al., 2019. P. 350-351; Klaus
and Lynnerup, 2019; Redfern and Roberts, 2019).

2.2 Trauma Interpretation

The interpretation of paleotrauma primarily re-
lies on contemporary medical and forensic research,
and thereby bioarchaeologists must presume that the
mechanisms and scenarios of injury in the past are
similar to those today (Cheverko et al., 2020). Bioar-
chaeologists do not simply define an injury as “inci-
dental” or “intentional.” Instead, potential causes are
suggested with consideration for anatomical regions,
activity patterns, demographic factors, and archaeo-
logical or historical contexts.
Cranium

Cranial injuries commonly present as linear frac-
tures, depressions, and penetrations (Galloway and
Wedel, 2014a). Injuries to the vault and face are pri-
marily caused by direct, high-velocity impacts, often
resulting from assaults or accidental collisions (Barss
et al., 1984; Scott and Buckley, 2010). The facial region
is a common target in interpersonal conflicts, particu-
larly in instances of domestic violence (Lovell and
Grauer, 2019). Among facial bones, nasal fractures are
the most prevalent due to the nose's prominent loca-
tion and relatively fragile structure (Galloway and
Wedel, 2014a). Conversely, trauma to the cranial base
typically arises from forces indirectly transmitted from
impacts to the face or nape (Galloway and Wedel,
2014a; Lovell and Grauer, 2019). In addition to frac-
tures, acute dislocations of the mandible can occur
from excessive stress during mastication, physical as-
saults, or falls where the chin absorbs the impact
(Flensborg et al., 2019; Rando and Waldron, 2012;
Shorey and Campbell, 2000; Toufeeq et al., 2019).
Vertebrae

Cervical vertebral dislocations and fractures are
typically caused by high-energy impacts, such as
strangulation and decapitation (Galloway and Wedel,
2014c). Thoracic and lumbar vertebrae, the axis of the
human body, are frequently engaged in various activi-
ties and therefore vulnerable to stress fractures, espe-
cially the more caudally they are positioned (Galloway
and Wedel, 2014c; Jurmain, 2013. P. 170-172; Plomp,
2023; Toman et al., 2016; Waldron, 2020. P. 45 and
151). For example, spondylolysis, a cleft in the neural
arch, often results from the repetitive impact of the
inferior articular process of one vertebra on the arch
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of the vertebra below it (Hu et al., 2008; Plomp, 2023;
Waldron, 2020. P. 151). Schmorl's nodes are charac-
terized by the compression of the intervertebral disc
by the vertebral endplate, leading to the prolapse of
the disc's nucleus pulposus into the adjacent vertebral
body (Faccia and Williams, 2008; Waldron, 2020.
P.45). Vertebral compression fractures refer to de-
formations of the vertebral body, distortion ranging
from subtle deformation to substantial collapse, de-
pending on the impact position (Genant et al., 1993).
Although clinical research indicates that internal fac-
tors may predispose some individuals to these inju-
ries, it also suggests that strenuous activities straining
the lower back are the primary external factor of ver-
tebral trauma (Bono, 2004; Sward, 1992; Waldron,
2020. P. 45).
Thorax and Pectoral Girdle

The thorax and pectoral girdle include the shoul-
der (scapulae and clavicles), thoracic vertebrae, ster-
num, and ribs. Vertebral trauma was discussed above,
so is not included here. The predominant cause of
trauma to the thorax and pectoral region is blunt
force. Rib fractures are most frequently linked to high-
velocity collisions, falls, and interpersonal violence,
with forces from the front or back generating oblique
or transverse fractures on the midshaft or posterior
ribs (Beshay et al., 2020; Galloway and Wedel, 2014c).
In contrast, clavicles have reduced muscular support
and are susceptible to injuries at the midshaft (Gallo-
way, 2014a). Clavicular fractures typically result from
compression forces during a fall, often accompanied
by fracture-dislocations of the upper limbs and/or ribs
(Faldini et al., 2010; Judd and Roberts, 1999; Kihlstrom
et al., 2017). Trauma to the scapula primarily occurs in
the shoulder joint (glenoid fossa and acromion pro-
cess), often including dislocations, as the result of indi-
rect forces such as falling onto an outstretched arm
(Cole, 2017; Lovell and Grauer, 2019). Fractures of the
scapular body and sternum are relatively uncommon
among thorax injuries unless subjected to direct, high-
energy impacts, usually produced by severe collisions
and violent assaults (Cole et al., 2012; Galloway,
20143; Galloway and Wedel, 2014b; Lovell and Grau-
er, 2019).
Upper Limb

Arms and hands make up our upper limbs, allow-
ing us to participate in many daily activities. Direct
blows can cause transverse or comminuted fractures,

often on the humeral or ulnar shafts (Galloway,
2014a; Judd, 2008). The indirect forces generated by
the forearm and hand can produce rotational or avul-
sive fractures and dislocations on the distal and prox-
imal ends of bones, typically resulting from falls onto
an outstretched hand or when using the arm to twist
vigorously (Galloway, 2014a). As the distal ends of our
upper extremities, hands are vulnerable to trauma
because of their lower muscle mass and their use in
manipulating objects and thwarting impacts on the
body (Galloway, 2014a). Metacarpal shaft fractures
are commonly incurred in modern populations
through punching (Brickley and Smith, 2006), while
phalangeal dislocations are usually associated with
hyperextension of the palm after a fall, direct blows,
or twisting (Chen and Kalainov, 2016). Wrist disloca-
tions are often produced by tensile forces from high-
energy impacts, causing hyperextension and dorsal
(posterior) compression of the wrist (Apergis, 2013.
P.1).
Lower Limb

Given the density of the large lower limb long
bones and the muscle mass of the thigh, leg injuries
typically result from high-energy impacts. Severe colli-
sion accidents can transmit high-energy rotational
forces from the knee to the hip, leading to femoral
and pelvic fractures and dislocations (Galloway,
2014b; Lovell and Grauer, 2019; Roca et al., 2012).
Lower leg trauma often manifests in the middle and
distal sections of the tibia and fibula. Direct impacts,
such as from high-velocity collisions, can cause trans-
verse or oblique fractures to the tibial shaft and may
extend to involve the fibula (Galloway, 2014b). Distal
tibial fractures encompass a range of breaks above
and within the ankle complex, frequently associated
with rotational and compressional forces experienced
in collisions and falls on steep slopes (Lovell and Grau-
er, 2019). Falls can also cause malleolar fractures,
commonly occurring when the foot is anchored to the
ground and the body lunges forward, resulting in
oblique, transverse, or avulsion fractures and often
accompanied by dislocations and ligament injuries
(Bowyer, 2017). The feet support and propel our bod-
ies, bearing and transmitting up to ten times our body
weight when running and jumping (Bowyer, 2017).
Fatigue fractures are the most common traumatic
injuries documented on pedal bones, particularly af-
fecting the metatarsals and their joints with the pha-
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langes of the toes (Bowyer, 2017; Welck et al., 2017).
Additionally, fractures of the toes and metatarsals are
frequently caused by heavy objects falling on the foot,
resulting in blunt force trauma (Bowyer, 2017).
Understanding Trauma Analysis and its Limitations

While the ultimate mechanisms behind pale-
otrauma cannot be definitively known (Judd and Red-
fern, 2012), the fundamental goal for bioarchaeolo-
gists is to consider all potential causes and provide the
most plausible explanations. Violent trauma, for ex-
ample, can be diagnosed through cranial and facial
fractures, defence wounds on forearms, and weapon-
induced injuries (Alvrus, 1999; Galloway and Wedel,
2014b; Judd, 2006; Lambert and Welker, 2019; Smith
and Kniisel, 2014; Sottysiak, 2017). However, it is of-
ten impossible to discern whether individuals with
such injuries were simply victims of interpersonal con-
flict or warfare (i.e., non-combatants), or participants
in such events (Judd, 2008). Conversely, accidental
injuries are usually identified by avulsion, spiral, and
oblique fractures on long bones (Alvrus, 1999; Judd
and Roberts, 1999; Cole, 2017, Mant et al., 2021).
Such injuries may result from accidents, such as a
clumsy misstep, but they can also indicate that indi-
viduals were exposed to higher levels of hazardous
circumstances, potentially influenced by occupations,
social inequality, and structural violence (Alvrus, 1999;
Bernbeck, 2008; Bright, 2020; Judd and Roberts, 1999;
Lambert and Welker, 2019; Mant, 2019; Scott and
Buckley, 2010).

Moreover, occupational trauma is typically diag-
nosed by injuries caused by repetitive and/or strenu-
ous activities, such as vertebral injuries, fatigue frac-
tures on pedal bones, and specific types of trauma
related to the social background, such as animal-
related trauma in rural or pastoral populations
(Berthon et al., 2023; Galloway and Wedel, 2014c;
Glosten, 2015. P.177-182; Karapetian, 2021; Mans-
field and Wroten, 2021; Waldron, 2020. P. 45). It can
be challenging to distinguish between trauma arising
from exploitation associated with social stratification
and that resulting from the burdensome demands of
seeking out a livelihood to overcome environmental
conditions (Klaus, 2012; Knisel, 2000). Additionally,
these injuries are usually nonfatal, making it difficult
to accurately estimate the timing or sequence of these
antemortem traumatic lesions if all are fully healed
(Judd, 2008). Many other factors, such as aging (e.g.,

osteoporosis), genetic susceptibility, and malnutrition,
can also contribute to injury, necessitating a more
prudent interpretation of paleotrauma (Alghamdi et
al., 2014; Cunningham et al., 2016. P.32; Waldron,
2020. P. 118).

3. Case Study - Lake Khuvsgul and Tunka Valley
Cemeteries
3.1 Materials and Methods

Can the analysis of paleotrauma help us under-
stand Khitan-Mongol populations from northern
Mongolia and the Tunka Valley? Here, we examine
trauma on human remains excavated from the ceme-
teries of Nogoon Gozgor 1, Urd-Khiar 1 and 2, Zun
Khiaryn Denzh 1, and Mondy 1 and 5. The first four
sites, situated on the northeastern shore of Lake Khu-
vsgul, Mongolia (Figure 1), were excavated between
the late 1990s and 2019 by researchers from Irkutsk
National Research Technical University (INRTU) and
Ulaanbaatar University (Kharinskii and Erdenebaatar,
2011; Kharinskii et al., 2020; Orgilbayar et al., 2018;
Orgilbayar et al., 2019). Common grave goods include
sheep bones and iron weapons and tools, and some
individuals were found covered with birch bark or
placed in wooden coffins (Kharinskii and Erdenebaa-
tar, 2011; Kharinskii et al., 2020; Kharinskii et al.,
2023; Kharinskii 2023; Orgilbayar et al., 2019). The
Mondy 1 are 5 cemeteries are located on the west-

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ernmost point of the Tunka Valley, Russia (Figure 1),
~20 km northeast of the Khuvsgul cemeteries. The
cemetery was excavated in 2020-21 by scholars from
INRTU (Kharinskii and Portniagin, 2021). The Tunka
Valley served as an important corridor for migrations
and trade between the Baikal Region and northern
Mongolia since the late Pleistocene (Kozyrev et al.,
2014; Losey et al., 2016; Shchetnikov et al., 2019).
Indeed, artifacts from Mondy 1 are highly comparable
with those from the Khuvsgul cemeteries, implying
their close connection in the past (Kharinskii and
Erdenebaatar, 2011; Kharinskii et al., 2020; Kharinskii
et al., 2022; Kharinskii et al., 2023).

Twelve individuals were excavated from the Khu-
vsgul cemeteries, while three came from the Tunka
Valley. All deceased were interred in burial pits dating
to the Khitan-Mongol period, from the mid-11th
through 14th centuries CE (Kharinskii and Erdenebaa-
tar, 2011; Kharinskii et al., 2022; Kharinskii et al.,
2023). Age at death estimations focused on cranial
and palatal suture closure (Meindl and Lovejoy, 1985),
traits of the pubic symphysis (Brooks and Suchey,
1990), and iliac auricular surface (Buckberry and
Chamberlain, 2002; Meindl and Lovejoy, 1985) and,
for non-adults, on skeletal development (Buikstra and
Ubelaker, 1994; Schaefer et al., 2009). Sex estimation
was mainly based on morphological features of the
cranium, mandible and pelvis (Buikstra and Ubelaker,
1994; Phenice, 1969). Of the 15 individuals, 13 were
adults (20+ years), and two were post-pubescent non-
adults (15-20 years). Four were estimated to be fe-
males, eight to be males, and three were undeter-
mined (Figure 2, Table 1). For each individual, bone
representation indices were calculated after Dodson
and Wexlar (Dodson and Wexlar, 1979). Trauma doc-
umentation was macroscopic and non-invasive. Fol-
lowing the guidance of Redfern and Roberts (Redfern
and Roberts, 2019), lesion type, location, healing pro-
cess, and other noteworthy observations were rec-
orded (Table 1).

3.2 Results and Discussion

A total of 39 injured bones (Figure 3A) were iden-
tified from 10 individuals, including seven males, two
females, and one of unknown sex. One individual was
non-adult, one young adult (25-35 years), and eight
were middle or older adults (35+ years). Vertebral
lesions were the most prevalent, present on all 10

affected individuals. These vertebral injuries included
two cases of spondylolysis, four vertebral compression
fractures (VCF), and 24 cases of Schmorl's nodes (Fig-
ure 3B). No cranial trauma or perimortem injury was
identified. Three individuals exhibited trauma in the
thorax and pectoral girdle, two having healed clavicle
fractures and the third healed fractures to five right
ribs. Finally, two individuals had injuries to the limbs,
one on the left radius and the second on a right meta-
tarsal.

Given the limited sample size (n=15), discussion
will focus on the interpretation of paleotrauma at the
individual level. Clear evidence of violence, such as
weapon-induced perimortem trauma and defence
wounds, was not observed in this study. Historical
records suggest that tensions among the tribes of the
Mongolian steppe began to escalate in the early 12th
century and persisted until 1206 CE, culminating in
Chinggis Khan's victory and the establishment of the
Mongol Empire (May, 2022; Togan, 2022a; Togan,
2022b). Therefore, the absence of violent trauma in
the sample may imply that northern Mongolia and the
Tunka Valley experienced less conflict compared to
contemporaneous populations further south, and that
this relative peace was maintained after the estab-
lishment of the Mongol Empire.

The only potentially violent event is suggested by
the five fractured ribs of an individual from Urd-
Khiar 1 (Figure 4). However, the mechanisms of rib
trauma are complex and can result from collisions,
falls, interpersonal conflict, and even pathological
conditions (Beshay et al., 2020; Brickley and Smith,
2006; Lovell, 1997). Notably, high elevation falls and
violent encounters typically result in multiple injuries
to the cranium and extremities simultaneously (Judd,
2002; Petaros et al., 2013), a pattern not observed in

this skeleton. Therefore, it is more likely that a sudden
high-energy collision caused the rib fractures. Given
that mounted pastoralism was the fundamental sub-
sistence strategy for the Khitan-Mongol populations,
interactions with domestic animals, such as being
crushed or kicked by large livestock or falling from a
galloping horse, could be responsible for such an inju-
ry. Contemporary medical records reveal that strikes
and kicks from large livestock are common causes of
animal-related injuries, with chest trauma being a fre-
quent consequence (Bury et al., 2012; Busch et al.,
1986).

The Urd’-Khiar 1 individual’s rib fractures are ful-
ly healed, indicating that they occurred at least several
months before death. While it’s not possible to say
whether they reflect one or more traumatic events,
three of the four mid-level ribs have two fractures
each on the same region of their anterior midshafts,
suggesting a single severe occurrence. Rib trauma is
often accompanied by damage to the respiratory and
circulatory systems, which can lead to difficulty
breathing and vascular disruption, resulting in hemo-
thorax and pneumothorax (Brickley and Smith, 2006;

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Morgan et al., 2022; Oyetun;ji et al., 2013; Tumler et
al., 2019). Medical records indicate that breaking
more than three ribs in a single event is usually associ-
ated with severe visceral trauma and even death
(Shkrum and Ramsay, 2007. P.428). Therefore, the
presence of healed fractures on five ribs—at least
three of which may have occurred simultaneously—
suggests that this person received considerable
treatment and care from others over an extended
period.

Lower limb trauma, a healed metatarsal fracture,
was observed on only one individual. Injuries in the
lower limbs are typically caused by spiral and bending
forces resulting from strenuous activities such as
jumping, slipping, kicking, and running (Bowyer, 2017;
Galloway, 2014b; Lovell and Grauer, 2019; Roca et al.,
2012). Archaeological and historical records indicate
that horseback riding was a significant aspect of daily
life on the eastern Eurasian steppe since the Bronze
Age (Eng, 2016; Honeychurch, 2013; Honeychurch et
al., 2021; Kradin, 2011; Taylor et al., 2015), with most
equestrian injuries today and in the past occurring on
the upper body (Andelinovi¢ et al., 2015; Ball et al.,
2007; Berthon et al., 2021; Paix, 1999; Wentz and de
Grummond, 2009). Therefore, the low prevalence of
lower limb trauma in the skeletal assemblage is con-
sistent with mounted pastoralism and may suggest
that horseback riding reduced the risk of injury to the
lower body. The single metatarsal fracture could be a
fatigue injury, resulting from overexercise, or a blunt
force injury, such as from a heavy falling object or a
large animal hoof (Bowyer, 2017). Both bioarchaeo-
logical and modern clinical studies report cases of an-
imal-induced trauma to pedal bones (Lee and Steen-
berg, 2008; Pedersen et al., 2019; Watts and Meisel,
2011).

Falls are among the most common causes of frac-
tures and dislocations in bioarchaeology and modern
medicine (Alvrus, 1999; Lovell, 1997; Lovell and Grau-
er, 2019; Unguryanu et al., 2020). In this research, two
clavicle fractures and one radius fracture were likely
caused by falls. The radius fracture, occurring on the
distal shaft (Figure 5), is probably a Colles’ or Smith’s
fracture, because of the dorsal angulation of the
bone’s distal end. Although it is difficult to determine
which because bone remodelling has obscured the
fracture line, both types are caused by a strong shear-
ing force against the wrist, typically associated with a

fall onto an outstretched or flexed hand (Judd, 2008).
Clavicle fractures typically reflect compression forces
resulting from falls where forces impact the shoulder
(Judd and Roberts, 1999; Kihlstrom et al., 2017). It is
possible that these three injuries reflect horseback
riding accidents. Falling from a galloping horse will
throw the rider forward, making the upper body the
first to make contact with the ground. While clavicle
and facial fractures are the most common, they are
followed by trauma to the forearm (Altgarde et al.,
2014; Ball et al., 2007; Berthon et al., 2021; Lee and
Steenberg, 2008; Wentz and de Grummond, 2009).

All ten injured individuals exhibited vertebral
trauma, with seven of them having more than one
affected vertebra. Schmorl’s nodes (Figure 6.1) were
the most frequent type of injury, affecting 17 thoracic
and seven lumbar vertebrae in nine individuals. The
etiology of Schmorl’s nodes is complex. While genet-
ics, age, vertebral shape, and body weight can predis-
pose certain individuals, the primary cause is repeti-
tive and strenuous movement (Jurmain, 2013. P. 165-
167; Plomp et al., 2015; Plomp, 2023). Schmorl’s
nodes typically occur in the lower thoracic and lumbar
vertebrae, with activities involving extensive use of
the waist and back muscles, such as lifting, loading,
and military training, being direct triggers (Burke,
2012; Waldron, 2020. P. 45; Zhang et al., 2017). Addi-
tionally, habitual horseback riding may contribute to
the high prevalence of Schmorl’s nodes in skeletal
samples. Experienced riders lower their center of grav-
ity to maintain balance on a galloping horse, causing
repetitive hyperextension and rotation of the lower
back and hips. This posture can result in the lower
spine bearing around 65 % of the rider’s weight, mak-
ing it susceptible to fatigue injuries, such as Schmorl’s
nodes (Andelinovi¢ et al.,, 2015; Berthon, 2019;
Berthon et al., 2019; Glosten, 2015. P. 177-182).

Four cases of vertebral compression fractures
(VCF; Figure 6.2-6.3)—one cervical, two thoracic, and
one lumbar—were observed in three individuals. Simi-
lar to Schmorl’s nodes, VCF often occur in thoracol-
umbar vertebrae and have multiple etiologies, includ-
ing age, sex, and pathological conditions such as oste-
oporosis. However, high-energy trauma that exerts
excessive strain on the spine is the primary external
cause (Curate, 2014; Genant et al., 1993; McCarthy
and Davis, 2016). Contemporary medical records indi-
cate that osteoporosis is the most common cause of

VCF, particularly in females. Among patients younger
than 80 years, most VCF result from falls and collisions
(Donnally et al., 2023; Hoyt et al., 2020). In bioarchae-
ology, VCF in non-elderly individuals, especially males,
are typically attributed to strenuous activities and pro-
longed mechanical stress unless relevant pathological
conditions are also observed (Jiménez-Brobeil et al.,
2010; Kubo et al., 2024; Thomsen, 2022). The three
individuals diagnosed with VCF in this research are
males aged between 25 and 50 years. Therefore, ex-
ternal forces such as hyperextension, falls, and lifting
are more likely to account for the VCF in these cases.
Notably, one case of VCF was observed on the
sixth cervical vertebra on an individual with fused C5-
7 (Figure 6.3). Cervical compression fractures are rare
due to their anatomical shape, low weight bearing,
and increased range of motion (Zmurko et al., 2003).
Modern clinical reports indicate that most cervical VCF

are caused by hyperflexion or hyperextension during
falls and collisions (Galloway and Wedel, 2014b; Leng
et al., 2010; Okereke et al., 2021; Zmurko et al., 2003).
A plausible explanation for this case is a horseback
riding accident. An investigation into equestrian inju-
ries revealed that approximately 25 % of riders who
sustained head injuries also had neck injuries (Sandi-
ford et al., 2013). The fusion of the vertebrae is likely a
complication following the compression fracture,
where blood enters the joint and increases the risk of
ankylosis (Waldron, 2020. P. 146), or through ligamen-
tous ossification or abnormal new bone formation
during the healing process (Klaus and Lynnerup, 2019).
It's also possible that certain joint diseases caused the
vertebral fusion, whether related to the injury or not
(Sieper et al., 2002; Waldron, 2020. P. 57-59).

Finally, two individuals exhibited spondylolysis
(Figure 6.4) on the L5 and L6 vertebrae, respectively.

Spondylolysis is a condition associated with human
bipedalism, triggered by repetitive habitual or strenu-
ous movements involving lateral flexion and hyperex-
tension of the lower back (Hu et al.,, 2008; Plomp,
2023; Waldron, 2020. P. 151). This type of trauma is
prevalent across various societies, including agrarian,
foraging, and industrialized communities, and can be
caused by a wide range of activities (Fibiger and
Knisel, 2005; Lessa, 2011; Karapetian, 2021; Tipper et
al., 2023). Although modern clinical research has not
demonstrated a positive correlation between habitual
horseback riding and spondylolysis (Kraft et al., 2009),
falling from a horse can trigger such an injury (Karatas

et al., 2016), providing additional explanations for its
occurrence.

Additionally, the traumatic injuries discussed
above may have been caused by various other labour-
intensive activities, including seasonal cultivation and
metallurgy, which can be traced back to the first mil-
lennium BCE (Honeychurch et al., 2021; Hsu et al.,
2020; Svyatko et al., 2017; Wilkin et al., 2020). Con-
struction activities may also contribute to the ob-
served trauma, given that some earlier habitation sites
in the central Mongolian steppe began to urbanize
into sedentary centers following the establishment of
the Mongol Empire in the 13th century CE (Kradin et
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al., 2016; Erdenebat et al., 2022). These factors should
be considered alongside pastoral activities as potential
causes of occupation and accidental trauma. Finally, it
is worth pointing out that, despite our small sample
sizes, males were more likely to exhibit traumatic le-
sions (7 out of 8, or 88 %) than were females (2 out of
4, or 50 %). This is consistent with both bioarchaeolog-
ical and clinical research indicating that trauma is
more common among males, especially young males,
reflecting their more frequent engagement in high-risk
activities and occupations (Bono, 2004; Karapetian
2021; Mansfield and Wroten, 2021; Sward, 1992;
Waldron, 2020. P. 45).

4, Conclusion
In summary, this paper reviewed the classifica-
tion and interpretation of paleotrauma on human re-

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Abstract. The philosophical status of philosophy is considered, associated with the identification of the subject orientation of
philosophy, the main structural elements of the worldview and those aspects which are accepted in philosophy as fundamental
(basic) problems. The formation of a worldview depends on solving two basic problems: “what is the world?” and “how is the world
given to man”? The article shows the difficulties of defining the “world” due to the fundamental nature and inclusiveness of this
concept. Special attention is paid to the problem of the unity of the world. The orientation of philosophy towards the world ap-
pears as a man's search for universality in the world. The achievement of universality is the key moment in the formation of a holis-
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tic identity by the subject of the worldview. The formation of the worldview orientation of philosophy includes the complication of
the vision of the world as a result of the constant change and development of the value-theoretical "prism" through which a person
looks at the world, and the placement of himself in the newly discovered levels and horizons of the world. The considered que stion
- is philosophy only a worldview or is there a reason to talk about philosophy as an ideology? To look at the world philosophically
means to seek to see the hidden causes of the visually given. Ideology is also understood as a kind of “looking”, but associated with
the “concealment, obscuration” of ideas and things, which prevents the fulfillment of such an important function of ideology as
justification (absolutization) of a chosen idea. On the example statement by F. Engels of main question of philosophy shows how
one philosophical fundamental problem - the problem of the relationship between thinking and being - has essentially lost its prob-
lemativeness and has moved to the level of a clearly formulated and clearly solved issue. It is concluded that the formation of the
philosophical orientation of philo-sophia is a complex process, including: 1) who is looking, 2) what is looking at, 3) how (what) is
looking at, and 4) where is looking. “Where” - that is, in what social, cultural and ideological space, in the composition (or, con-
versely, in the op position) of which collective entity.

Gold miners of Transbaikalia
(the middle of the XIX™ - the middle of the XX™ century)

Abstract. The article is dedicated to gold miners of Transbaikalia, who were presented by people of different nationalities
— Russians, Buryats, Chinese and various religions - Orthodox Christians, Old-Believers, Buddhists. The author provides features
of every group of gold miners — hired workers, zolotnichniki (gold miners themselves), “rascals”. One more important group of
gold miner foreigners were Chinese. For gold mine owners the work of Chinese was more profitable and less costly if compared
with local population. Particular emphasis in the article is paid to Old-Believers, who being cereal growers and husbandry men
during their free time were occupied with gold mining. Old-Believers are a group of the Russian long-time residents of Trans-
baikalia, that are ancestors of old-Believers who were departed from Poland to Siberia by Catherine Il in the XVII century. Resi-
dents of the villages of Khasurta and Unegetei made the core of miners of goldmines at the Kurba River and its feeders. History
of these villages has started from the early XIX century, when Baptized Buryats accepted Old Belief turned to settled way of life

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«Intensive acquaintance»: Mutual perception of foreign prisoners of war
and the Siberian population during the First World War and the beginning
of the Civil War (from notes by I.1. Serebrennikov)
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Abstract. Within the framework of commenting on historical sources and analyzing the behavioral choice of foreigners be-
tween the extremes of distancing and involvement in the events of the Civil War, the authors turn to the testimonies of I.I. Sere-
brennikov on the topic of mutual perception of prisoners of war and the Siberian population. Their special value, in addition to the
author's competence, is determined by the fact that the fixation of information was carried out “hot on the trail”, fragments of
direct speech, inscribed in the context of Russian and World history. Modern researchers have made important generalizations
about the role of prisoners of war in the Civil War, and historical sources are introduced into scientific circulation. This article con-
sistently examines the memories of the internment of foreign citizens, mentions assessments of the “German dominance” in Rus-
sia, describes the first meetings of prisoners of war and the local population with characteristics of mutual perception, touches on
the topic of awareness of the content of enemy propaganda. The main conclusion of I.I. Serebrennikov, made in December 1914:
“Siberia has been especially lucky in all recent wars: during the Russian-Japanese war, many earthworms from European Russia got
acquainted with our outskirts; now the foreign countries are intensively getting acquainted with it in the person of captured Ger-
mans, Austrians and Turks.” The parties that met perceived each other quite complacently - foreigners were delighted with Siberia
until the appearance of plans to stay in it after the war, and the local population behaved friendly towards prisoners of war. Re-
ports of a large number of surrendered enemies supported the optimism and confidence of the Russian population in the rear. The
highest burden from the placement of prisoners of war on the urban and barracks infrastructure of Siberia and the Far East is em-
phasized. Since the end of 1916, prisoners of war have become a problem - “they do not want to work, they stop obeying.” In con-
clusion, a dramatic historical collision is mentioned, when the events of the Great Russian Revolution transferred the long-standing
struggle of Czechoslovaks and Hungarians to the expanses of Siberia.

Customs policy of anti-Bolshevik governments in 1918-1922

Abstract. The article examines the problem of conflicts arising due to different visions of their place and the boundaries of
their own political formation by representatives of the anti-Bolshevik authorities in 1918. The focus of consideration is primarily the
so-called “customs wars” with the help of which a variety of political forces sought to put pressure on are subject to study. The first
is disputes between representatives of the Siberian government and supporters of the Committee of Members of the Constituent
Assembly. Based on published documents, as well as eyewitness accounts, it is shown how the authorities of political forces similar
in their tasks saw the issue of resolving “customs wars”, and also tried to use supply issues as leverage. The conflict between the
Ukrainian state of Hetman Pavel Skoropadsky and the pro-German government of Crimea of General Matvey Sulkevich is also con-
sidered. In this case, it is shown how absurd this confrontation between two entities similar in their position and prerequisites for
the creation of new formations was. Finally, the activities of customs authorities in the Far East, including at the final stage of the
Civil War, are analyzed. It was Vladivostok customs that remained an important window to the world for representatives of chang-
ing political regimes, many of whom adhered to anti-Bolshevik views. In addition, a brief assessment of the Japanese influence on
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this process is given. The material was written as part of the study of the history of “customs conflicts” on the territory of Russia

during the collapse of the Russian Empire and the Civil War.

The market of goods and services in Irkutsk in the period from the Civil War
to the New Economic Policy (NEP): Problems of food shortages and rising prices

Abstract. The years of the Civil War have significantly worsened the situation in Irkutsk in many areas of society. The issue of
food and its prices, as well as the increase in the price of a number of other goods and services, which were considered equally
important for Irkutsk residents, did not bypass the problems. Irkutsk began to suffer from a shortage of certain types of food during
the First World War, and the Civil War only worsened the current state of affairs. People suffered from a shortage of goods or the
most inflated prices for them, which led to the development of speculation in all its forms, which caused prices to increase even
more. Since the beginning of the new economic policy (abbreviated NEP), in 1921, the situation has become more favorable: pri-
vate trade has been allowed, which has increased the number of products offered on the local market. Contemporaries noted that
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store shelves began to be actively filled with all kinds of products from vegetables, fruits and meat to textiles and shoes. In addition
to expanding the range, prices for these types of goods also begin to decrease, which was one of the results of the monetary re-
form of 1922-1924. In addition to the stabilization of prices for goods of various kinds, this trend is beginning to affect the service
market, where the situation is also beginning to improve significantly: the range of offered services is expanding, their prices are
becoming more acceptable to citizens. However, it is worth noting that there is still no talk of a complete restoration of the situa-
tion in the 1920s, up to the beginning of the industrialization policy. As before, there were certain difficulties with some types of
products when purchasing them, some types of goods were completely absent, however, the situation became much more stable.

“The shadow economy of the Gulag”: on the example of Western Siberia
in the 30s of the XX century

Abstract. The shadow economy caused serious damage to the financial state structure of the USSR, which negatively affected
budget replenishment, and also threatened the maintenance of public order and worsened the crime situation. The command-
administrative system in the Soviet Union was finally established in the 30s of the last century, based on the distribution of material
goods, which led to a shortage of goods and services. This contributed to the spread of shadow economic relations, due to the ban

in the country on engaging in entrepreneurial activities, which was interpreted as a criminal offense - speculation. The restriction of
financial activity was aggravated by the existing strict regulations for the regime of detention of prisoners in the Gulag units of the
NKVD of the USSR. Engagement in illegal business activities was provoked by the desire to get rich at any cost, difficult sanitary and
living conditions for prisoners, as well as poor-quality medical care. In places of deprivation of liberty, numerous cases of theft of
public funds, registrations, sales of property, organization of gambling, etc. were recorded. In addition, illegal trafficking in places of
deprivation of liberty was also recorded: alcohol, weapons, drugs and other prohibited things, which threatened the security sys-
tem in prisons, forced labor colonies and forced labor camps, contributed to attacks on guards, escapes of convicts, and murders
and causing bodily harm to both the supervisory staff and the convicts themselves. This was largely due to the activities of a crimi-
nal element concentrated in one place. A serious problem remained the insufficient, often formal, educational work among the
personnel of the Gulag of the NKVD of the USSR. Law enforcement officials carried out measures to combat and prevent shadow
economic relations in the Soviet penitentiary system in the West Siberian region, including with the involvement of intellige nce
agencies and conducting scheduled and unannounced inspections of the financial activities of correctional labor institutions.

Historical aspects of the development of philosophy during the reign
of J.V. Stalin

Abstract. The article provides an analytical review of the development of philosophy during the reign of J.V. Stalin in the
USSR. The most significant works and ideas that made a significant contribution to the development of Soviet philosophical th ought
are considered. It is indicated that starting with the work of J.V. Stalin himself “On dialectical and historical materialism”, the devel-
opment of philosophical science is carried out, focusing on the ideas of K. Marx and F. Engels. The concepts of German idealists and
other philosophers, whose ideas became the basis for the development of dialectical materialism, are being criticized. The philoso-
phy of dialectical materialism is being transformed into a special form of worldview and is spreading everywhere both in the scien-
tific community and in the public consciousness. The article notes that the period of the reign of J.V. Stalin gives philosophy special
functions - to become an instrument of ideology and propaganda. In this regard, all philosophical theories, as well as the views of
philosophical scientists who do not fit into the established system of philosophical knowledge, are either persecuted or ideological-
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ly corrected. The article also emphasizes that the development and role of philosophy in Stalin's time, the experience that was used
to promote and form a public worldview, can be used in modern conditions, when the Fatherland entered an active phase of pro-
tecting its national interests, territorial integrity and cultural diversity from attacks by the countries participating in the Western
coalition. It is philosophy and the dissemination of philosophical ideas in the context of modernity that will allow us to form a form
of public consciousness that will be aimed at strengthening statehood and consolidating the multinational interests of the country.

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Anti-religious activities and propaganda in the Khakass Autonomous Region
in the second half of the 1940s - first half of the 1960s

Abstract. During the Great Patriotic War, the leadership of the USSR weakened the repressive regime and ideological pres-
sure on believers and religious organizations in the country. Since the late 1940s, this policy has been changing to strengthen the
control of religious communities by state and local authorities and the resumption of atheistic propaganda. Based on the analysis of
materials from the National Archive of the Republic of Khakassia and local party bodies, the article examines the implementation of
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atheistic propaganda in Khakassia in the second half of the 1940s - the first half of the 1960s. At that time, in Khakassia, as in the
whole of the Soviet Union, propaganda events played an important role in atheistic propaganda, and emphasis was placed on the
dissemination of scientific knowledge. The main forms of atheistic propaganda were lectures, collective and individual conversa-
tions, film lectures, agitation in the media, etc. Public censure measures are applied to believers for performing religious rites. A
significant part of the atheistic work in Khakassia was carried out by the propaganda and agitation departments of the regional
executive committee, the regional, city and district executive committees of the CPSU and Komsomol, the Krasnoyarsk Regional
and Khakass regional organizations of the All-Union Society “Znanie”, educational and cultural institutions. Despite carrying out
atheistic work, local authorities in Khakassia noted constant shortcomings in anti-religious agitation, the nature and effectiveness of
its conduct, which in turn did not lead to the disappearance of religious views and beliefs of members of religious organizations
operating in the region.

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Sinology and Russian-Chinese interregional cooperation using the example
of Siberian regions
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Abstract. The article is devoted to the problems of the relationship between Russian Sinology and Russian-Chinese relations.
Despite the great interest of researchers in the problems of interregional cooperation between Russia and China, the issues of the
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importance and role of Chinese studies for establishing cooperation between the regions of Siberia and China have not been suffi-
ciently studied. The problem is considered on the example of the regions of Siberia at the end of the twentieth century. The histori-
cal sources for the study were documents from the collections of the regional archives of Novosibirsk, Irkutsk and Krasnoyarsk, as
well as materials from the periodical press. Normalization of Soviet-Chinese relations took place in the 1980s. Its feature was the
active development of cross-border and interregional relations. By the time of the establishment of direct ties and cooperation
between the regions of Siberia and China, local history education existed here only in Chita and Novosibirsk. In addition to this,
Irkutsk also had experience in university Chinese studies and teaching Chinese. The first Soviet-Chinese border-level agreement was
signed in the Chita region, Novosibirsk already in the mid-1980s. It has become attractive to China in terms of cooperation in vari-
ous fields, but primarily in the field of science and higher education. The peculiarities of culture and traditions in higher education
in the Chita and Novosibirsk, and partly Irkutsk regions, where the experience of Chinese studies education was accumulated and
Sinologists were available, made it possible to establish and begin to effectively develop international scientific and cultural con-
tacts with China already at the stage of normalization of Soviet-Chinese relations, while other Siberian regions were able to achieve
this after the end of the normalization process.

Abstract. The review examines the monograph of the St. Petersburg historian Pavel Gennadyevich Rogozny “The Orthodox
Church and the Russian Revolution. Essays on history. 1917-1920”, such a productive result of many years of research efforts to
analyze historiography, archival, newspaper and memoir materials. The author notes the huge changes in the life of the Church.
The huge human capital, the sincere asceticism of the church hierarchs and their deep awareness of their mission to Faith and
country allowed a genuine miracle to happen: “In fact, the Church became the only official organization of old Russia that did not
institutionally collapse after the revolutions.” The monograph is evaluated as an extremely important, relevant and qualified study.

2. Manuscript Structure

The article (review) should consist of 20000-40000 symbols including spaces. The heading “Review” accepts articles with a
volume of 6000-9000 symbols.

The manuscript should have the following order.

2.1. UDC code should be placed in the left upper corner.

2.2. The title, which includes: the title of the article (should be informative and, if possible, brief). The first word of the title of
the article, as a rule, is given with a capital letter, the rest of the words - with a lowercase letter (except for their own names,
common abbreviations, etc.). There is no full stop at the end of the title of the article. The title should be typed in bold, cen-
tered.

2.3. Names, patronymics and surnames of authors: they are arranged in one interval below the title, they are typed in bold
letters, aligned to the left. If there are several authors, then after the first author's name a comma is put and the first, patro-
nymic and surname of the second author are written, etc.

2.4. The organization and its address: are located under the author's surname, typed in capital letters, aligned to the left, after
the organization's name should be a comma. Below the name of the organization is given the address of the organization
(country, index, city, street, building number).

located under the author's surname, the first word is typed with a capital letter, aligned to the left, after the organization's
name should be a comma. Next, the address of the organization is indicated (city, country). After that - the email address and
ORCID of the author (if any).

If the authors are from different organizations, then the corresponding Arabic numerals (superscript) are placed after their
names. The same numbers are placed before the name and address of the organizations in which these authors work.

2.5. Abstract should be informative and consist of 200—2500 words, include 9-12 key words or word combinations.

2.6. Acknowledgments. After the keywords, words of gratitude are given to organizations (institutions), supervisors and other
persons who assisted in the preparation of the article, information about grants, funding for the preparation and publication of
the article, projects, research works, within the framework of or as a result of which the article was published.

2.7. The English translation of the title of the article, the names and initials of the authors, the name and address of the organ-
ization, annotations, key words should be made in the same way as in Russian.

Titles, abstracts and key words translated into English cannot contain any transliterations from Russian except for translitera-
tions of personal names, untranslatable names of devices and any other objects.

2.8. Section “Cnucok ucmoyHukos (List of sources)”. It is issued in accordance with GOST R 7.0.5. For example,

2.9. Section «References» is compiled in Harvard Style in the order of the list of sources, for this the names of the authors of
the work in Russian must be transliterated according to BSI (https://translit.net/ru/bsi/), all other data must be translated into
English. Works in other languages: if the language is based on Latin - the record is copied without changes; works in Arabic,
Chinese, Mongolian, Greek and other languages - the record is translated into English. The language of the work is indicated
everywhere in brackets.

2.10. Information about authors should be placed at the end of the article as follow:

Academic degree, academic title, position,

Organization,

Postal address (building, street, city, postal-index, country)

2.11. Section ”Criteria of authorship”. After the surname and initials of the author, his personal contribution to the writing of
the article is briefly described (idea, collection of material, processing of material, writing of the article, scientific editing of the
text, etc.). Possible formulations: "All authors made an equivalent contribution to the preparation of the publication"; "V. S.
Kozlov carried out research work, based on the results obtained, he generalized and prepared the manuscript for publication."
2.12. Section “Confilict of interest”. 1t should be stated that: “The authors state that there is no conflict of interest”.

2.13. If there are figures in the article, their captions are shown at the end of the article.

3. Manuscript Format Guidelines

Page and paragraph settings: all margins 2 cm, portrait layout, tab 2 cm.

Text settings: MS Word editor, regular font, size 12 points, typeface Times New Roman, line spacing one and a half, justified
alignment. Please avoid using more than one word space.

Abbreviations of terms and names should be minimized and carried out in accordance with GOST 7.12-93.

Numbers should be typewritten in tables.

All tables should be in MS Word (Table - Add Table). Tables should be numbered, titled and referred to in the text (Table 1).
Place tables into the body of the text after their first mention in the most suitable way.

Bibliographic references in the text should be modeled after: (surname, year of publication, page number) in parentheses. For
example: (lvanov, 2002. P. 12. Fig. 14; Petrov, 2014). After the surname, the year of publication is separated by a comma; A link
to a page, a drawing, etc., through a dot with a capital letter.

References to archival materials should be located in the text and contain a full description of the source in parentheses. For
example: (GAIO, F. P-102s, Op. 5. D. 37. L. 89 vol.).

4. Artwork and lllustrations

Figures (illustrations, diagrams, schemes) are numbered, titled and referred to in the text: (Fig. 1). Place graphs, pictures and
diagrams into the body of the text after their first mention in the most suitable way.
